* provide Year | and Year 2 with Learning Log books and send home half termly activity ideas related to their

topic.

* encourage the pupils to engage with home learning challenges
* review learning with pupils

The pupils will:

* complete set tasks

* read regularly at home - this can be own books which they are interested in
* ask for help at home and discuss their learning
The parents will help by:
* encouraging regular engagement with apps and reading

* helping to balance the time spent between home learning and recreational activities
* asking how home learning and class work is progressing, and acknowledging success

* attending the school events, productions or displays their child is involved in
* checking if tasks have been set
* acknowledging in their child’s reading diary when they have read at home (Reception & KSI)

* discussing home learning with their child in their first language, if English is not the main language spoken at

home, and linking it to previous experiences
* linking Home Learning and other learning tasks to the families’ culture, history and language.
* asking children to think about the following:
* What was the most important thing you learned today?...........
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
